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Abstract

Thailand's neutrality in the Indo-Pacific Region enables it to act as a diplomatic mediator
between major powers while avoiding direct entanglement in strategic rivalries. The country's
military policies emphasize defense modernization, joint exercises with regional partners,
and participation in peacekeeping missions to enhance its capabilities and promote regional
security. Challenges faced by Thailand include balancing relationships with competing
powers and adapting to the evolving geopolitical landscape. Future trends suggest
a continued focus on neutrality and cooperation to navigate the complexities of the
