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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to analyze the correspondence of
leisure activities on grade point average, year of study and major of study.
The data was collected from 400 students in Management Science Faculty at
Silpakorn University Petchaburi IT Campus. The questionnaire was used as
aresearch tool. The leisure activities consist of recreation, academic, associate
student, sport and social responsibility activities. The data was analyzed by
using SPSS program including descriptive statistic and correspondence
analysis. The result found that 1) leisure activities were not related to the grade
point average of the students at the level of significance 0.05. 2) Leisure
activities were associated to the year of the study at the level of significance
0.05. It could be classified into three group; in 1* and 2" year students preferred
the academic activities, 3" year students preferred the sport activity, 4" year
students preferred the recreation, association student and social responsibility

activities, and 3) Leisure activities were related to the program of study at the
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level of significance 0.05. Then, the respondents could be classified into three
groups; Community Management Program students preferred the social
responsibility activity, General Business Management Program, Tourism
Management Program, Hotel Management Program and Business Management
and English Program students preferred recreation activity, academic
activity, and student association , and Marketing Program and Public

Administration Program students preferred sport activity.
