ence of the Sangha. (2) Puggalasammukta is
“a method of refraining from the presence

of a person”. (3) the witness object is
method of suspending in the presence of
witness objects”.(4) Dhammasammukta is “a
method of cessation through the teachings
of the Dharma”. (5) Vinayasammukta is “a
method of cessation through the principle of
discipline”.In addition, this Sammukkha Dis-
cipline can be used to suspend any matter.
Secondly, §tiwinay mindfulness, discipline,
the method of suspending with mindful-
ness as the mainThirdly, Amunha Vinaya,
a method of restraint for those who have
recovered from madness.Fourth, The accept
confession (Ptiyyatkrmadoing) doing as re-
ceivedFifth, Tassapapiyasika condemnation
of the offender (who did not accept) Sixth,
Yebhuasika, a majority decision.
