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Abstract

In this experimental research investigation, the researcher compares (1)the English reading ability of
students taught by the use of presentation-practice-production (3Ps) communicative language teaching
activities prior to the commencement and after the completion of this study. The researcher also
compares (2the English reading ability of students instructed through applications of the construct-
interaction-physical participation-process learing-application (CIPPA) model prior to the commencement
and after the completion of this study. Moreover, the researcher compares (3) the English reading ability of
students taught by the use of 3Ps activities and those instructed by means of applications of the CIPPA
model. Finally, furthermore, the researcher compares (4) student satisfaction with 3Ps activities and the
applications of the CIPPA model. The sample population consisted of sixty Matthayom Sueksa Five
students enrolled in the first semester of the academic year 2016 at Bangkok Witthaya (Foundation) School.
They were divided into two groups of thirty each, one group being designated as Experimental Group one
and the other constituted as Experimental Group Two. The research instruments used to collect germane
data were (1) lesson plans; (2) a test for measuring English reading ability; and (3) a questionnaire eliciting
data appertaining to satisfaction with the use of teaching activities. Using techniques of descriptive statistics,
the researcher analyzed the data collected in terms of mean and standard deviation. In addition, the
researcher also employed the dependent samples and independent samples t-test techniques.

Findings are as follows:

1) The English reading ability of the students taught by means of 3Ps activities was found to be
evinced at a higher level at the conclusion of the study than prior to its commencement at the statistically
significant level of .05.

2) The English reading ability of the students instructed by means of applications of the CIPPA
model was also displayed at a higher level after the conclusion of the study than prior to its
commencement at the statistically significant level of .05. 3) In comparing the English reading ability of the
students taught by means of 3Ps activities and those instructed by means of applications of the CIPPA
model, the researcher found differences at the statistically significant level of .05. The scores of the former
were at a higher level than those of the latter. 4) In comparing student satisfaction with 3PS activities and
applications of the CIPPA model, it was found that there were no differences between the two groups of

students at the statistically significant
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level of .05.
