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Japan and the South China Sea: An Inevitable Way

Abstract

This article studies Japanese policies on
the South China Sea issue, which have developed
continually since the 1990s. In line with Smart
Power concept of Joseph Nye, Japanese Prime
Minister Shinzo Abe earnestly exercises security
and military assistance as a new diplomatic
instrument. The obvious action aims to defend
Japan’s status quo and national interests. Although
the instrument is still restricted by Article 9 of
the Constitution, Japan is inevitably capable to
participate in this issue-area because the South
China Sea and Southeast Asia are Japan’s

strategic area.
