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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the components of physical education teacher
competency as a survey research. The research was divided into 2 steps as follows:
Step 1: Synthesizing the components of physical education teacher competency from 10
related documents and research sources. Step 2: Evaluation of the appropriateness
of the components of physical education teacher competency indicators by 5 experts.
The research tools were a document synthesis form and a 5-level rating scale questionnaire.
The statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The research
results were found that 1) Physical education teacher competency consisted of 6 components:
1) Academic knowledge, teaching management, sports skills and exercise, 2) Self-development
in physical education, 3) Communication and human relations with students, parents, fellow
teachers and administrators, 4) Promoting learner development with a focus on leamers
as the most important factor, 5) morality and ethics, and 6) research. The suitability of these
components, in overall, were appropriate at the highest level, when considering each
component, the average values ranked from highest to lowest were as follows:
1) Communication and human relations with students, parents, fellow teachers
and administrators, 2) Morality and ethics, 3) Research, 4) Academic knowledge, teaching
management, sports skills and exercise; 5) Self-development as a physical education teacher,

and 6) Promoting learner development with a focus on learners as the most important factor.
