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Abstract

T his article rigorously examines the
dynamic nature of the global order

using a comprehensive theoretical
framework thatincludes realism, liberalism,
constructivism, and international political
economy. Through meticulous analysis,
valuable insights are provided into the
diverse perspectives on the global order
and the political behaviors of individual
nations in the international arena.
The findings highlight the considerable
challenges confronting the traditional
liberal world order, historically led by the
United States and Western nations
since the Cold War’s conclusion. These
challenges stem from shifts in power
dynamics, the emergence of new global
actors, declining influence of international
organizations, and rapid technological
advancements.

As a result, the established liberal

world order faces significant disruptions,

prompting states to actively pursue
alternative global orders aligned with
their unique preferences. Policymakers
must carefully assess the challenges
posed by this multifaceted and
comprehensive new world order. This
article provides crucial insights into
global trends and offers specific
recommendations for Thailand in politics,
society, and the economy. These
recommendations involve expanding
cooperative frameworks, conducting
thorough policy reviews, engaging in
international institutional mechanisms,
and fostering technological capabilities
to ensure Thailand’s continued
development aligns with the evolving
global order.
