The highest need for individual placement services regarding the availability of scholarships that
are adequate to their needs, followed by individual inventory service about the need for
occupational assistance surveys, Counseling service about the need to counseling room,
Information service about the need to coexistence in society, and Follow-up service about the
need to counseling follow-up service etc. further study, career and individual person.
