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Effect of Family Constitution,Firm Characteristic and

Collaborative Toward Financial Performance of Family Business
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Abstract

The purpose of this research were (1) to study family constitution, firm
characteristic, collaborative and financial performance (2) to study the effect
of family constitution, firm characteristic and collaborative toward financial
performance of family business. It was survey research with sampling group
of 683 family business entrepreneurs from 17 provinces of northern region,
Thailand. . The research tools were questionnaire. The descriptive statistics
was applied to analyze percentage, average, standard deviation, skewness,
kurtosis, reliability, deviation and inferential statistics to analyze the effect of
structural relationship with AMOS 7.0 program.

The confirmatory factor analysis revealed that the applied variable
measurement model was conformed their theoretical foundations with
loadings lied between .499-.970, with averagevariance value between .632-
.720 and reliability value between.919-1.00 The structural casualrelationship
model conformed with empirical data X2 = 69.852, df = .60, X2 / df = 1.164,
GFIl = .987, CFI = .996, RMR= .018, RMSEA = .016 by financial performance had
the high value and followed by firm characteristic, family constitution and

collaborative All of factor was high. While the structural effect revealed that
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firm characteristic had most directrevealed that firm characteristic had most
direct effect toward collaborative. The collaborative had direct effect toward
financial performance and family constitution. The family constitution had
direct effect toward financial performance. The firm characteristic had direct

effect towardfinancial performanceand family constitution.
