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Abstract

This research aimed to (1) examine the attitude toward the elderly
development plan, (2) compare the models of the elderly policy
implementation, (3) examine the significant demographic factors influencing
attitude of the elderly participation in the development plan, and (4) sum
up the problems and suggestions for the elderly policy implementation.

The framework was designed on concepts, theories and related
research study. The data collection were the questionnaire interviews with
400 target households in Mae Sai sub-district and the in-depth interviews
with the village committee from twelve villages, elderly committee, and
government officials who involved in the elderly plan. The data were
analyzed qualitatively and quantitatively by using frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, t-test, F-test, and Pearson's correlation coefficient.
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The findings were 1) The attitude toward the elderly development
plan of most target households was in moderate level. 2) Most of village
committees, sub-district elderly committees, and government officials
agreed that the inputs of the elderly development plan were (1) appropriate
and adequate, (2) well-organized and clear, and (3) successful.

For the implementing models of the elderly implementation policy, it
was shown that all six models were successful from transforming elderly
policy into local development practice including (1) bureaucratic process
model, (2) integrated model, (3) management model, (4) political model,
(5) rational model, and (6) organization development model, respectively.

The significant demographic factors influencing attitude of the elderly
participation in the development plan were age, and experience (p < 0.05).
In addition, it was found that the models of the elderly policy
implementation (6 models) had significant positive correlation (p < 0.01).

Some important operational problems were (1) unclear objectives,
(2) lack of beneficiary participation in the elderly development plan,
(3) illnesses of the elder, (4) insufficient budget, and (5) lack of support in
the elderly training. Recommendations were (1) Beneficiary involvement,

(2) Continuum support, and (3) Concise implementation plan.
