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Abstract

The objective of this study, to find the relationship and
effect between community livelihood and Fishing Cat survival.
Together with conservation guideline and community participation
management in Don Yai Nu and Khao Dang sub-district, Kui buri
District, Prachuap Khiri Khan Province. Combine with Fishing Cat
Ecology Study, the data collection system on in-depth interview
and intensive group interview to community stakeholder. The
participatory assessment evaluation in the study area had done
with participatory rural appraisal techniques for SWOT analysis for

community participatory conservation.

The result of ecology study using live-bait protecting
carnivore case and camera trap which had done at southern of
Khao Sam Roy Yod National Park where are rice field and shrimp
pond. There were more that 28 cats in 11.82 Sg.Km. The male
fishing cat weigh 9.5 - 13 Kg. in their home renge 1.56 - 2.28
Sg.Km. and female weigh 5.3 - 9.4 Kg. in 0.14 - 1.74 Sq.Km. From
the fishing cat dung analysis found that, their staple foods are
rodents 36.7%, bird 27.8%, fish 24.9%, and small-sized other
animal 10.6%. Unfortunately, some cats were killed because they
do kill chickens, ducks, and fish in their pond, which bring about
conflict problem for community livelihood and drive out or kill.
Besides, there home range had developing plan for shrimp farm
and tourism. Therefor, the populations are no better condition

until nearly extinct.
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From the data of community study found that, the need
of knowledee and understanding on benefit of fishing cat,
conscious campaign, education course network management,
compensated fund, and land-use management are guideline for
conservation and management which need the community
participation and government support, base on economic, social,

and culture in the study areas.
