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Abstract

This article explores the ethical issues surrounding the accidental acquisition of information during
anthropological fieldwork. It examines the ethical complexities and epistemological value of unintentionally
overhearing data. Using qualitative research approaches, the author reflects on fieldwork experience and
integrates insight from key literature. The article highlights the significant role of accidental overhearing in
deepening understanding of sociocultural life while questioning the limitations of existing ethical frameworks,
which may not fully address the unique context of such occurrences. In doing anthropolosical fieldwork, the
article argues for anthropologists to make their own ethical choices, the idea of thinking to balance an ethical
dilemma for handling accidentally overheard information by reconciling ethical responsibility with the use of

such data to generate new knowledge and understanding without violating fundamental ethical principles.

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Abstract

This article presents a framework for evaluating and developing urban livability by integrating the
Urban Sustainability Framework (USF) with a seven-stage model of livable city development to provide
guidelines for assessing cities' progress toward livability and sustainability, taking into account diverse urban
contexts and development levels. The article reviews existing livability concepts and measurement tools to
highlight limitations in managing the complexity and diversity of urban livability dimensions, including
infrastructure, environmental sustainability, social inclusivity, economic competitiveness, and governance.
Case studies of cities at different development stages are analyzed using the developed model to
demonstrate its application in varying contexts. The article also discusses implementation challenges and
proposes strategies to address them, emphasizing the importance of stakeholder engagement, data
collection, and long-term planning. It includes policy recommendations for integrating the model into urban
planning processes, promoting innovation, and fostering inter-city collaboration. The article concludes by
outlining future research directions, model improvements, development of stage-specific indicators, and
exploration of new technology impacts on urban livability. This integrated approach provides a useful tool
for policymakers, urban planners, and researchers in their efforts to create more livable and sustainable

cities.

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Abstract

This study aimed to explore Thai tourists’ opinions on green tourism campaigns and environmental
awareness promotion in community-based tourism attractions in Bangkok. The data were collected using
questionnaires from a total of 404 Thai tourists. The findings revealed that most tourists emphasized the
importance of sustainable tourism management policies and environmental conservation. Although green
travel campaigns have been implemented to some extent, they remain insufficient to drive widespread
behavioral change among the public. Additionally, the respondents agreed with campaigns to reduce plastic
usage and encourage proper waste disposal. However, it was suggested that local communities should
improve channels for receiving tourist feedback to enhance the effectiveness of community-based tourism
development. The study recommends promoting green travel campaigns, increasing the number and clarity
of eco-friendly activities, raising environmental awareness, establishing clear regulations and environmental
management measures, and encouraging public participation through feedback mechanisms, all of which

can contribute to sustainable and efficient community tourism development.

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Abstract

This research aims to develop an outcomes mapping based on the concept of Social Return on
Investment for 21°-century skill development project targeting secondary school students, and to analyze
the economic and social returns of these project. The sample includes four groups: (1) five project funders,
(2) eleven project implementers, (3) student participants divided into three subgroups-337 secondary
students from upper northern provinces participating in self-directed learning via MOOC, 144 students
undergoing knowledge enhancement training, and 345 students involved in educational product and
innovation competitions, and (4) 69 basic education teachers. Data for groups 1 and 2 were collected from
the entire population, while data for groups 3 and 4 were collected based on sample sizes determined using
a G*power program with a 95% confidence level, lower error level and high power of testing. This study
employs a qualitative research method following the SROI framework and Theory of change. This study
conducts data by using In-depth Interview and semi-structure interview form. The findings reveal that the
economic and social return on investment of the project is 1.063, implies that 1 Baht invested in the program
benefits educational institutions, schools, teachers, students, parents, and other stakeholders, creating an
additional financial value of 1.063 Baht.

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Abstract

This research aimed to examine the current situation and developmental needs for establishing an
Age-friendly city, analyze applicable components for implementation in Surat Thani Municipality, and design
development strategies aligned with the local social and cultural context. The study employed a research
and development approach utilizing mixed-method research techniques, comprising documentary research,
a survey of 391 elderly participants, in-depth interviews, and focus group discussions with 14 key informants,
including 5 elderly representatives, 3 stakeholder representatives, 3 community leaders, and 3 experts. Data
analysis was conducted using descriptive statistics and qualitative content analysis.

The findings revealed that the status of Age-friendly city development in Surat Thani Municipality
was at a moderate level, with transportation services showing the lowest satisfaction scores. The elderly
population demonstrated high developmental needs, particularly in transportation, healthcare services, and
public spaces. The developmental components encompassed eight domains based on the World Health
Organization's framework, which required adaptation to local contexts, specifically: developing low floor
songthaew (shared taxi) systems, improving the old town district and connecting Koh Lamphu Public Park
with communities, promoting local cultural activities, and integrating healthcare services between Surat Thani
Hospital and community health centers.

The study developed the SURAT THANI Age-friendly City Model, which emphasizes multi-sectoral
participation, collaborative integration, and sustainable development. The implementation approach consists
of three phases: preparation, development of implementation, and expansion toward sustainability. This
model can serve as a guideline for developing age-friendly cities in Surat Thani Municipality and other areas

with similar contexts.

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Abstract

Students with economic and social constraints may face obstacles in their educational path and life
opportunities. However, what will help children overcome these constraints, in addition to systematic
support, is having a growth mindset that enables them to succeed in life. Therefore, this study aims to
explore the experiences of fears, dreams, and hopes among high school students, as well as the contexts
that support positive behaviors among students. By using qualitative research in the form of a narrative study
applied in the form of narrative journal on the topic of ‘My Fears, Dreams, and Hopes’, there were
‘Changphueak Students’, which were extremely poor with good scores in at least one subject on the PISA
for Schools 2021 and gave their consent to participate in the research project, totaling 24 people from 11
schools. The results show that students’ fears, dreams, and hopes are not separated. Some fears, such as
life changes, disappointment, not being able to take care of family members, loss, and being abandoned,
are all the result of dreams and hopes. They mostly fear not being able to follow their dreams or what they
wish for, such as having a good and stable career, a perfect life, being able to live with their family, and
being the pride of their family. However, students’ fears, dreams, and hopes are regulated by their family’s
economic and social background, leading to the emergence of a growth mindset, which makes students
tend to have positive behaviors in terms of learning, habits, thinking, and life. The key to creating a growth
mindset in students is their family, teachers, and friends. Policy mechanisms are needed to support this

group of students continuously and systematically.

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Abstract

This research aimed to study the learning experiences and adaptation of students with visual
impairments in an inclusive classroom. Use A qualitative case study approach was employed. The
participants consisted of four students with visual impairments from Sri Ayudhya School under the Royal
Patronage, selected through purposive sampling. Data were collected using in-depth interviews. The data
were analyzed using content analysis through categorization and interpretation. The research findings
revealed that students with visual impairments received a variety of learning experiences, supported by
teachers, peers, and family. Factors that facilitated their learning included peer assistance in classroom
activities, instructional adjustments made by teachers, the use of learning aids such as nail boards, Braille
books, and a supportive classroom environment. However, the students continued to face several
challenges, including excessive academic workload, limited access to instructional media, and difficulties in
keeping up with classroom assignments, all of which may negatively affect their learing outcomes. The
study recommends enhancing inclusive education through the development of learning materials for visually
impaired students, teacher training in special education, and the creation of equitable learning environments.
Further studies should address the psychological impacts and explore assistive technologies to support their

learning.
