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A study of wisdom of the use of dates in Islamic fasting

in the central region
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Abstract

This research aims to study of wisdom of the use of dates in Islamic fasting.
It encompasses five key aspects: conservation and transmission, knowledge aggregation,
protection and promotion, research methodology, and guidelines for planning wisdom
development of the use of dates in Islamic fasting. This qualitative research employed
in-depth interviews to explore the subject. The samples consisted of 18 religious leaders.
Data analysis were analytic induction by interpreting the interview data. The research
result found that 1) Religious leaders endorse the belief that dates consumed during
fasting possess curative properties. 2) Date consumption during fasting encompasses various
forms such as fresh, dried, semi-ripe, and semi-raw fruits. Typically, dates are consumed
before meals, marking the commencement and conclusion of fasting periods.
3) The utilization of dates during fasting is encouraged to recognize their value and
Istamic significance. 4) Religious leaders express willingness to collaborate with
governmental and non-governmental organizations interested in researching and
preserving knowledge about date consumption during fasting, emphasizing the
importance of maintaining accuracy and integrity. 5) Currently, there is a lack of
coordinated effort to develop wisdom regarding the use of dates in fasting.
