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Abstract

This quantitative research aimed to 1) study the utilization patterns of knowledge
gained from the Social Return on Investment (SROI) training program, 2) analyze project
characteristics, implementation areas, and number of beneficiaries, and 3) assess alignment
with Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). The research instrument employed
a questionnaire, administered to a population of 392 SROI training program participants,
with 105 responses received. Data analysis utilized descriptive statistics, including frequency,
percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The results showed that most participants
were academics (59.05%), held doctoral degrees (41.90%), and had more than 10 years of
work experience (62.86%). The knowledge utilization was at a high level, particularly
in organizational project evaluation (59.05%) and research applications (45.71%).
Most projects focused on education and learning development (26.67%), were distributed
nationwide especially in the northern region, with concentration in the northern region.
The largest project benefited up to 60,000 people. Most projects aligned with the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), particularly Quality Education, which was the
most prevalent category (36.19%). Policy recommendations include expanding
training target groups to cover government agencies and civil society organizations,
establishing policies to support SROI implementation in organizations, and developing
monitoring systems for trainees. Practical recommendations include developing
specialized curricula, creating user-friendly manuals and tools, and establishing learning
networks among training participants to promote effective application of knowledge
in social impact assessment.
