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AN EVALUATION OF THE PLAN TO DEVELOP A MECHANISM FOR RESOLVING 
VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN, CHILDREN AND DOMESTC VIOLENCE RELATED TO 
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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to evaluate the contexts, inputs, processes, and outcomes of the 
Plan to Develop a Community-based Mechanism for Resolving Violence against Women, Children and 
Domestic Violence Related to Alcohol. The sample of this study were 160 people who lived in the 
communities, 40 leaders of learning centers or networks for quitting alcohol and 20 those who 
participated in multidisciplinary teams. The sample were sampling from those communities which 
participate in the Plan including Bangkok Metropolitan, Nonthaburi, Chiang Mai, Amnart Charoen and 
Chumphon. The data were collected using variety technique including self-assessing questionnaires for 
entire sample and interviewing and focus group discussion among leader and agency representatives.  
 The study found that the Plan was successful in 8 of 10 indicators. The plan had the context that 
was conducive to the success. People in the communities and factory knew rather well about the Plan and 
also had positive attitude towards the Plan. The Plan had adequate and suitable inputs for its 
implementation. Leaders of learning centers or networks and personal of multidisciplinary teams had 
been satisfied with the managing of inputs and working processes of the Plan. The Learning centers or 
networks and the multidisciplinary teams working with the Plan had been strengthened to meet the 
evaluation criteria. But the plan had not been successful in the criteria in awareness of the problems 
caused by alcohol and in negative opinion to violence against women, children and their family in the 
communities. Some useful advices are accordingly given for improving context, inputs, processes and 
outcomes of the Plan.
