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Abstract

Students' Environmental Literacy is still an issue that should be addressed. The research aims
to analyze the characteristics of environmental literacy and the success factors that enhance the
environmental cognitive characteristics of Alpha generation students. Data were collected by interviewing
eight key informants and group discussions with eight qualified committee. The tools were semi-
structured interview form and interview recorded form. The data were analyzed by using content analysis
and triangulation to validate. This research was descriptively presented. The findings show that Alpha
generation has four main components which are environmental knowledge, environmental awareness,
self-connectivity thinking process with environment and environmental responsibility behavior. The key to
the success must be necessarily supported by executive management, syllabus integration with the

situation in society, ideal role model from teachers and the cooperation from family and society. The
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findings in this research will benefit the alpha generation in sustainable environmental literacy. It needs to

be done with the integration of classroom learning and environmental scenario analysis in society for the

new generation to be aware of social responsibility.
